2. State's Healthy Michigan Plan April 1
Rollout on Target

Governor Rick Snyder this
week confirmed that
the Healthy Michigan Plan,
which expands the state's
Medicaid program, will be
operational by the planned
April 1 start date. The
governor signed the bill into

law in September 2013, and the US Centers for Medicare &
Medicaid Services approved the plan in December 2013.

The Healthy Michigan Plan targets low-income, non-disabled adults
who historically haven't been eligible for traditional Medicaid. They
must:

Be age 19-64 years
Have income at or below 133% of the federal poverty level
under the Modified Adjusted Gross Income methodology
Not qualify for or not be enrolled in Medicare
Not qualify for or not be enrolled in other Medicaid programs
Not be pregnant at the time of application
Be residents of the state of Michigan
