Whereas, the Michigan Care Improvement Registry (MCIR) is a nationally-
recognized electronic statewide immunization registry that is accessible to both
private and public providers, and

Whereas, MCIR strives to reduce the occurrence of vaccine preventable
illness through the careful tracking of immunizations provided by health care
providers and by making this information accessible to authorized users online,
and

Whereas, Public Act 91 of 2006 expanded MCIR to extend immunization
records into adulthood but, in contrast to pediatric immunization, did not
mandate that immunizations administered to adults be entered into MCIR within
72 hours, and

Whereas, a Patient-Centered Medical Home is responsible for
coordination of care and is associated with higher quality and lower cost of
care; however, it can be difficult to determine if an adult is appropriately
immunized if the vaccines were given in a pharmacy, hospital, or other care
venue; therefore be it

RESOLVED: That MSMS advocate for and work with Michigan
Department of Community Health (MDCH) to support the entry of all
immunizations administered to adults into the Michigan Care Improvement
Registry (MCIR) within 3 business days.
